Islamorada Plants and Trees
Royal Poinciana
Some say this is the world’s most colorful 
tree with fern-like leaves and flamboyant 
display of scarlet or orange-red flowers, 
often called the “fire tree.”  It is a fantastic 
shade tree because of its tall but elegant, 
wide-spreading umbrella-like canopy.  

Gumbo Limbo
Comically referred to as the “Tourist Tree” 
because its bark is dark red and peeling like 
the skin of sunburnt tourists.  One of the 
most hurricane-resistant trees, they were 
planted to serve as wind protection.

Palm Trees
Palm trees are associated with sun, sand, 
vacations and the relaxed lifestyle in the 
Florida Keys. There are about 2,600 species 
of palm trees, almost all of which can be 
grown in Florida.

Bougainvillea
Nothing is more breathtaking than a bougainvillea in 

full bloom with its spectacular color.  This thorny 
ornamental bush has colorful flowers in pink, magenta, 
purple, red, orange, white or yellow,  and the colorful 

petals are actually leaves called bracts.  

Key Lime
Best known as the flavoring ingredient in 

Key Lime pie, this citrus species is a 
shrubby tree with many thorns.

ping -pong to golf ball.

Hibiscus
These eye-catching flowers attract

All-American Road in October 2009.  The Keys

National Scenic Byways program established by 
the U.S. Congress in 1991. Only 30 other 

roadways in the nation have earned                            
the prestigious title.

It’s been called “the Highway That Goes to Sea,”
